Artist Libby Davidson has been illustrating Vermont's landscapes and wildlife for over 30 years, working primarily in pen & ink and watercolor, with murals in acrylic as well. She participates in local plein air festivals, painting landscapes with watercolors outdoors, in all types of weather. She recently challenged herself to paint 50 plein air watercolors in her 50th year, resulting in The 50 Project Exhibit, which is touring local galleries through 2014.

Libby created illustrations for the revised Junior Ranger Booklet offered to kids at Vermont’s state parks, as well as a carbon cycle illustration to accompany the Hubbard Brook Research Foundation’s report on carbon emissions and their effects, both published in 2011. Her ink and watercolor illustrations appear in the book Lake Champlain: A Natural History, published by the Lake Champlain Committee in 2008. Libby's illustrations enhance this compilation of essays about Lake Champlain. 

A comprehensive illustration project has been for the book Wetland, Woodland, Wildland: A Guide to the Natural Communities of Vermont, published by The Nature Conservancy of VT, and VT Department of Fish and Wildlife, from which she created limited edition prints and note cards. Other books that she has illustrated include Wild Adventures: A Guidebook of Activities for Building Connections with Others and the Earth and Life in the Cold, a winter ecology textbook through University Press of NE in its third edition. Her illustrations have appeared in publications for the VT Agency of Natural Resources, VT Conservation Commission and Wild Earth magazine.

Libby is currently working on a mural in the stairwell of the Burnham Memorial Library in Colchester, VT. She created several 35 foot long wetland dioramas along with habitat displays for the Birds of Vermont Museum in Huntington, Vermont. In 2001 she completed large murals, including a 3-dimensional maple tree for Dr. Dan Beisiegel's Orthodontics office space in Colchester, creating a unique Vermont countryside for kids. 

She offers sketching and watercolor workshops, along with kid-based products that encourage creativity. Libby lives in Colchester, Vermont with her husband and children, who inspire her daily with their unique creative expressions.
